OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST,
KING OF THE UNIVERSFE
(Thirty-fourth or Last Sunday
in Ordinary Time)

The last week of the Liturgical Year is devoted to
eschatological themes; Christ the King will restore all
creation and restore his kingdom to the Father. The
risen people of God will rejoice in a new heaven and
a new earth. “There, with the whole creation, freed
from corruption of sin and death, may we glorify you
through Christ our Lord.”. (From the Ordo.)

Teachers: \Whoever teaches must become “all things
to all men” (1Cor: 22), to win everyone to Christ....
Above all, teachers must not imagine that a single
kind of soul has been entrusted to them, and that
consequently it is lawful to teach and form equally all
the faithful in true piety with one and the same
method!

Those who are called to the ministry of preaching
must suit their words to the maturity and
understanding of their hearers, as they hand on the
teaching of the mysteries of faith and the rules of
moral conduct.
