LORD’s DAY Masses, April 27" and 28t
The parable of the Sower is in all three Synoptic
Gospels (Matthew 13:1-9, Mark 4:1-9, Luke 8:4-8). In
this Gospel Jesus says the seed represents the Word
of God (the Gospel), the Sower represents anyone
who proclaims it, and the different kinds of soil
represent how people receive that Word. The
parable is based on an ordinary yearly event, the
sowing of seeds.
