BAPTISM OF THE LORD 
 
When those who went to John the Baptist for 
baptism, lining up on the banks of the Jordan, they 
were repenting so as to be ready for the coming of 
the Messiah.  And, that is where Jesus met them at 
the beginning of His ministry right away showing his 
Love and leading us homeward.   
 
But we, little fishes after the example of our [Great] 
Fish, Jesus Christ, are born in water, nor have we 
safety in any other way than by permanently abiding 
in water.  Vipers and asps themselves generally do 
live in waterless places; and know full well how to kill 
little fishes-by taking them away from water!” 
TERTULLIAN: (Baptism 1 A.D. 203). 
 
Gregory Nazianz [A.D. 381] said besides the baptisms 
associated with Moses, John, and Jesus, he also knew 
of a fourth baptism, that by martyrdom and blood, by 
which Christ himself was baptized (and it could not 
be defiled by later sins).  [So there is hope for all of us 
if we give up our lives completely to God, into His 
hands, and finally in the end with Him, be beyond 
sinning again.] 
 
We wanted to open our hearts to God and Jesus 
knew us and came to us.  He came from Galilee to 
John at the Jordan to be baptized by him.   
 
After Jesus was baptized, he came up from the water 
and behold, the heavens were opened [for him] and 
he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove [and] 
coming upon him.  And a voice came from the 
heavens, saying “This is my beloved Son, with whom I 
am well pleased.”  (Matthew 4:16-17)
